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1. ________________________________ was a project that involved civil rights groups training college students to help register black voters in the South during 1964.

2. _______________________________________ means legally separating blacks and whites from one another.  This practice became eliminated mainly due to achievements during the Civil Rights Movement.

3. ___________________________________ was the leader of the Student Nonviolent Coordinating Committee (SNCC) during the mid 1960’s that coined the phrase “Black Power”.  

4. The Civil Rights Act of 1968 prohibited discrimination in the sale and rental of most ____________________________________.

5. ____________________________________ won a federal court case that allowed him to enroll in the University of Mississippi, which was an all white university at the time.  He had to be escorted to class for months in order to avoid violent confrontations with angry whites.

6. ____________________________________________ was the court case that established the separate but equal doctrine in the U.S., which allowed Southern states to pass Jim Crow laws that legally separated the races for over 50 years.

7. _________________________________ was an African American woman that gained national attention for refusing to give up her seat on a segregated bus in the South to a white man.  Her arrest and the year long boycott that followed led to the Supreme Court outlawing bus segregation in 1956.

8. _____________________________________ were designed to prove that you were intelligent enough to vote.  They were discriminatory are made illegal by the Voting Rights Act of 1965.

9. The ____________________________________ was a political party founded in the mid 1960s to fight for the rights of low income African Americans and bring media attention to police brutality that was occurring in ghettos.

10. The __________________________________________ was appointed by President Johnson to study the causes of urban violence during the 1960s.  Their conclusion was that white racism was to blame for most of it.

11. ______________________________________________ programs involve making special efforts to hire or enroll groups into schools that have suffered discrimination in the past.  

12. ___________________________________________ were white and black activists that rode together throughout Southern states during the early 1960s to test the Supreme Court’s decision to ban segregation on buses.  They encountered a lot of violence.

13. _______________________________________ were fees that people had to pay to vote.  They were originally designed to discriminate against low income people, especially African – Americans in the South.  They were made illegal with the passage of the 24th Amendment.

14. _____________________________________ involved civil rights activists refusing to leave segregated lunch counters until they were served food.  This was a popular and successful tactic used to achieve desegregation  throughout the country during the 1960s.

15. ____________________________________ was the Arkansas city that gained national attention in 1957 due to the televised coverage of a high school being forcibly desegregated after repeatedly refusing to follow along with the Brown v. Board of Education decision.

16. ___________________________________ was a phrase used by peaceful civil rights activists to represent various methods of nonviolent resistance.

17. The ____________________________________________ played a large role in desegregating the entire city of Birmingham, Alabama.  Police arrested and used force to arrest a large number of young protesters during these events, and the general public watching on television around the country was shocked and appalled.

18. _____________________________________ was the most prominent nonviolent Civil Rights activist throughout the movement.  His “I Have A Dream” speech remains one of the most recognizable speeches ever.
