The purpose of this class is to introduce you to the principles of U.S. History, so that you will connect the lessons of the past with the conditions of the modern world.
You will need:
1. Paper; writing utensil. 
2. 3 ring binder (strongly advised, but not required)

Procedures:
1. Homework:
a. Homework will be assigned. You can find what is due on the website. Keep an eye on due dates. 
b. If there was homework due, it will be turned in during bell ringer time, if not, it is late. 

2. Late work:
a. Work that is turned in late will be counted as such, and you will lose ½ the grade. So you only have 1 day to turn in late work!
b. Better to turn in late work for some points, than to receive a 0. 

3. Make up work:
